Background

L. On July 2, 2009, (the "Petition Date™), the above-captioned debtors and
debtors-in-possession {collectively, the "Debtors”) filed voluntary petitions for relief under
chapter 11 of the Bankruptcy Code.

2. Van Doorne was retained effective as of the Petition Date by this Court's
Order dated August 20, 2009 (the "Retention Order"). The Retention Order anthorized Van
Doormne to be compensated on an hourly basis and to be reimbursed for actual and necessary out-
of-pocket expenses.

Compensation Paid and lts Source

3. All services for which compensation is requested by Van Doomne were
performed for or on behalf of the Debiors.

4. Van Doorne has received no payment and no promises for payment from
any source for services rendered or to be rendered in any capacity whatsoever in connection with
the matters covered by this Application. There is no agreement or understanding between Van
Doorne and any other person other than the partners of Van Doorne for the sharing of
compensation o be received for services rendered in these cases.

Fee Statements
5. The fee statement for the Compensation Period is attached hereto as
Exhibit A. This statement contains daily time logs describing the time spent by each
attorney and paraprofessional for this period. To the best of Van Doomed knowledge, this
Application complies with sections 330 and 331 of the Bankruptcy Code, the Federal Rules
of Bankruptcy Procedure, the Guidelines adopted by the Office of the United States Trustee,
Del. Bankr. L.R. 2016-2, and the Administrative Order.

Actual and Necessary Expenses

6. Van Doome charges its clients a fixed 6% office cost charge and does not
separately charge for costs of printing jobs, out-going facsimile fransmissions, long-distance
telephone charges, on-line legal research, et cetera.

12. In accordance with the factors enumerated in section 330 of the
Bankroptey Code, it is respectfully submitted that the amount requesied by Van Doorne is fair
and reasonable given (a) the complexity of these cases, (b) the time expended, (c) the nature and
extent of the services rendered, (d) the value of such services, and (¢) the costs of comparable
services other than in 4 case under this title.

WHEREFORE, Van Doorne respectfully requests that the Cowrt authorize that for
the period February 1, 2010 through February 28, 2010, an aliowance be made to Van Doorne
pursuant to the terms of the Administrative Order, with respect to the sum of USD
67971.08 as compensation for necessary professional services rendered, (80% of which
equalts USD 84,963.85), and the sum of USD 758.59 as 100% reimbursement of actual
necessary costs and expenses, for a total of USD 68,729.67 and that such sum is authorized for

payment and for such other and further relief as this Court may deem just and proper.
